THE PROGRAM: Using our own experience, plus suggestions and requests from former
students, we have designed a school to make you a better fly fisher than you are now. We offer
classes and individual instruction in such subjects as: FLY CASTING — READING THE
WATER - UNDERSTANDING FLY HATCHES - SELECTING FLY PATTERNS - TACKLE

These sessions are held in the classroom and on the water.

WHAT YOU WILL NEED TO FURNISH:
Bedding or sleeping bags, pillow, toilet articles, towels, washcloths, bathrobe,
slippers, etc.
Suitable clothing for sun or rain, warm or cool weather.
Trout fishing gear Bwaders, tackle, flashlights, etc. Some rods will be available for
your use. If rods and reels are needed please check the space on the application
form. A more complete Ogear listO will be mailed to you at a later date.

Students will receive several flies suitable for the area. If you have some of your own please
bring them.

This is a non-smoking facility and alcoholic beverages are not permitted on the retreat grounds.
Water and soft drinks will be provided.

NOTE: ALL STUDENTS MUST HAVE A VALID WISCONSIN FISHING LICENSE AND
TROUT STAMP IN ORDER TO FISH TROUT ON SUNDAY. We do not sell them at the school,
so please arrange to get them beforehand, unless the school falls on “The Wisconsin DNR
free fishing weekend”. Enrolled students will be advised of this in their confirmation letter.

AGE LIMIT: All children brought must be enrolled as students and take part in the classes
without getting tired or losing interest. Fees are the same as adults.

COST: Tuition is $300.00. A partial payment of $100.00 is required by April 15" if full payment
is not included with your reservation. Balance is due upon arrival at the school. Deposits for
enrollments canceled after May 15" are non-refundable but may be applied toward the next
yearOs tuition, depending upon circumstances. Price subject to change.

We limit enrolliment to 24 students in order to insure low student-teacher ratios. Don’t Wait.
Enroll as soon as possible. We invite you to compare the price of our school with any others
you may come across. Keep in mind that we include meals, lodging, and the cost of instruction
in_our price.
